
CLUB RULES
Machine Rules and Guidance.

All  machines  must be of British manufacture. 4 Stroke to 1965, 2 Stroke to 1970.

MAIN FRAME LOOP: Main frame loop to be retained as original. 

ALLOWED ALTERATIONS: Additional strengthening. Repositioning of oil/fuel tanks. Replica frames
are accepted. 

FRONT FORKS: Later parts may be used internally but must appear to be original externally. 
Stanchions to be no larger than 35mm, REH Forks are acceptable

YOKES: Only British or British replica yokes can be used.

 HUBS: Hubs must be of pre 65 pattern. 

WHEELS: Tubeless Rims are allowed, but Trials Tyres must be �tted with an Inner tube 

ENGINE AND GEARBOX: Engine and gearbox must be original or of the same type manufactured for
the appropriate class. No Twin plug heads or Reed Valves will be accepted. 

CARBURETTORS: Preferable of British manufacture and the type originally �tted to engine
i.e. Amal mk1. &  mk1.5 are allowed, Standard or Premier versions. 4 Stroke unit construction
(Cubs and C15’s) may use carburettors other than British manufacture

Brakes: Front and rear brakes must be �tted and working. Only hub brakes may be used
(no disc brakes). Any linkage for rear brake may be used i.e. rod or cable. Brake shoes may be �tted 
with any type or make of lining.

 Riders Rules and Guidance.

1) Each rider can only use one machine in an event.

2) The machine must be for the rider’s sole use during the event.

3) The minimum age for riders is 14 years, they must be under the guidance of an adult rider, riders
14 to 16 years are limited to under 250cc.

4) Only club members qualify to score championship points, riders must complete 8 rounds to be
eligible for an annual class award, non-members can ride as guests in our events. Club membership runs
from January to December; forms are available to download from this website.

5) Riders are responsible for their own safety and must not enter a section if they believe it is unsafe.
Approved Trials Helmets must always be worn whilst ridding at our events
